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CENTRAL ASIAN SANCTUARIES IN THE HELLENISTIC PERIOD
C. Rapin

The Graeco-Bactrian temple of Takht-i Sangin appears 1o be one of the most remarkable religious
Hellenistic monuments of the Iranian World, as proved by the richness of the findings of the excavations.
This 1emple belongs to an oriental tradition, the development of which in only known through the
Hellenistic period. While in Iran the oldest sancivaries were presenled is the open, new religious
architectural traditions characterized by the construction of covered lemples appear between the end of
the Achaemenid period and the beginning of the Hellenistic rule. The position of the «sacristicss and the
study of their various connections with the cella show that Masopotamia played an important role in the
genesis of this new kind of monument in the Iranian and Ceniral Azian arca. Moreover, the scheme
comprising four columns in a square room surroundedd by a peripheric corridor has ofien been
considered erroneously sufficient proof of the identification as a Fire temple. Whether a cull function is
effectively recognized, it is not necessary an indication of the Zoroasirian religion, for the manifestation
of its cults does not appear in an architectural form before the end of the Parthian period.
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
